Speech homework task

Pig hearts should be used in human transplants.

This term in school we have enjoyed reading Pig Heart Boy by Malorie Blackman. As part of our
English work, we have acknowledged different views on the use of pig hearts in human fransplants and
used this information in a balanced argument.

For homework, we would like the children to prepare a short speech, which explains their view on the
above statement. The children will all choose a day to present to the class in the first three weeks of
term 4.

There is no written recording expected for this homework, but there are activities that the children
need to work through before their presentation date.

1) Think about the 'for' and ‘against’ argument for the above statement. The children may wish to list
the points on each side of the argument, an example is shown on the back of this letter with some
points that we have discussed in school. At this point, the children might like to find some evidence or
research which they could quote as part of their speech.

2) Decide on which side of the argument they wish to present. At this point, they need fo think about
how they can include detail with examples to support their views. They might wish to make notes to
help them remember their ideas.

3) Practise presenting their speech at home. They might want to look at some of the suggested
language (see reverse) and think about how they can persuade their listeners. We have suggested
that the children practise their speech to someone else and ask for feedback on how it can be
improved, before they share in the classroom.

4) Present their speech to the class in school.
